The Ethics Act, Public Law 93-0617, has placed
a number of restrictions on and listed expectations
Jor Members of the General Assembly, Constituted
officers and employees of the State of Illinois.

We want to inform you that the food and
refreshments you might consume at this event is
less than $75.00. We believe that this would fall
under the $75.00 per day in food and refreshment
exception found in Section 10-15 (8) of the Illinois
Ethics Act.

We also want to inform you that the value of
the golf is less than $100.00. We believe that
this would fall under the exception contained
in Section 10-15 (12) of the Act: “Any item or
items from any one prohibited source during any
calendar year having a cumulative total value of
less than $100.00.”

At the end of this list of exceptions to the Gift
Ban, (Section 10-15) the Act clearly states, “Each
of the exceptions listed in this section is mutually
exclusive and independent of one another.”
